Selection shall be with 

reference to the qualifications, 

achievements and merit of the 

candidate, and not mere “winnability” 

at the polls (not more than 100 words) 

The selection is based on the candidate’s qualifications, 

achievements, public service, and overall merit. There is no 

involvement in offences involving moral turpitude. Hence, the 

candidature deserves consideration on merit and not on mere 

electoral winnability.”

Reasons as to why other individuals 

without criminal antecedents could 

not be selected as candidates (not 

more than 100 words) 

With respect to the alleged offence, it is respectfully submitted 

that the case is politically motivated and has been instituted with 

an ulterior intent to tarnish the reputation of the candidate. The 

candidate has an unblemished record, strong public service 

credentials, and no history of criminal misconduct. The 

allegations are either false or exaggerated and are pending 

adjudication before the competent court. There is no offence 

involving moral turpitude or conviction against the candidate. 

Hence, the candidature deserves consideration based on 

qualifications, achievements, and merit, and not on baseless 

allegations or perceived electoral ‘winnability
